


2. The winning contestants will receive all the prizes at the pageant with the exception of the savings
bonds, which will be presented at the 2009 pageant. {The queen will receive a $200 savings bond, first
and second runners-up each receive a $100 savings bond.)

3. Shouid the 2008 Boone County 4-H Fair Queen become ineligible before the 2009 queen is crowned,
they will forfeit their title, the crown, trophy and the rights to the $200 savings bond to the first runner-
up. Should the first runner-up become ineligible they will forfeit the title, crown, trophy and the rights
to the savings bond to the second runner-up.

L. The winner (or first runner-up if the winner becomes ineligible) will represent Boone County at the
Miss Indiana State Fair Queen Pageant, August 13 through August 17, and must abide by the State Fair
rules,

2. Each county winner must be accompanied to the State Fair by their parent of the same sex or adult
of the same sex. (25 years of age or older) approved by the county fair board, gueen pageant committee,
and then the State Fair Queen Pageant Director.

3. ¥ Boone County’s representative is selected as the Miss Indiana State Fair Queen, they must agree
to accept no other titles for a period of twelve months following the 2008 State Fair, except with prior
approval of the Indiana State Fair Board.

1. The purpose of the Supreme Champion Livestock Showmanship contest is to determine an
overall showmanship winner of different livestock species.
2. Each livestock species committee will determine how their representative is selected to
compete in the contest. The species that are eligible to compete will include beef, dairy, dairy
goat, horse and pony, llama, meat poat, sheep and swine. . .
3. Prizes and awards to be offered are: A $50.00 savings bond for all cight contestants. The first
place winner will receive a $100.00 cash prize, a banner, a trophy and their name will be
permanently displayed on a plaque in the 4-H Farm Bureau Community Building. (Contestants
must participate in the Supreme Champion Livestock Showmanship Contest in order to receive
their prize.) ‘

4. The Supreme Champion Livestock Showmanship Contest will be strictly a showmanship
contest. No grooming of animals will be judged.
5. The Project Leaders and the 4-H Fair Board Producer Group Representatives will be
responsible for finding nine like-size animals and 8 each of all appropriate show equipment for the
contest. (The animals shall not come from any of the contestants’ individual farms or herds.)
6. A score card will be used to evaluate each contestant’s performance in the contest.
7. Contestants wili compete in showing all cight animal species in the contest.

8. Animals wiil be numbered and contestants will draw in advance for the animal they will be
showing,.

9. The order of the show will be at the option of the committee.

10. Judges will be sefected on ability. Suggestions for judges will be solicited from the eight
project leaders. Eight judges will be used to select the Supreme Showman - one judge per species.
1. The first place winner in the Supreme Champion Livestock Showmanship Contest will not be
eligible to compete in the contest again.

12. The 4-H Fair Board will not provide training sessions for the contest. Individuals must secure
training on their own.

13, Pecisions of the judges will be final.

14. The 4-H Fair Board reserves the right to evaluate and amend these rules as the occasion arises.
15. The evening of the contest all contestants shall be furnished with identical shirts that they are
to wear for the duration of the contest. In addition, no contestant will be allowed to wear any
item that could identify the project which they are representing. For example, belt buckles
displaying a horse or cow will not be allowed. No hats of any type, cell phones or paging devices
are allowed. Contestants should simply wear jeans, boots, a plain belt and the shirt provided,

16. During the contest contestants shall be expected to sit at the table provided in the Pavition, at
all times except when they are actually in the show ring exhibiting an animal. Contestants wiil not
be allowed to talk to family, friends or others once the contest begins. Spectators that are not
directly involved in helping with the contest should sit in the bleachers in the show arena and will
be asked to leave the area reserved for the contestants.

17. Contestants shall receive a score card with their placing for each specie at the conclusion of
the contest.

18. The evening of the contest prior to the showmanship judging, contestants will be given a
written test. This test will consist of 30 questions — a combination of muitiple-choice, true/false
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and fill-in-the-blank questions, covering all eight species (beef, dairy, dairy goat, horse and pony,
Hama, meat goat, sheep and swine.)

The test will be created and graded by the Fair Board Director in charge of the contest or another
impartial person designated by the Fair Board Director. All questions on the test shall be derived
directly from the study materials provided to each contestant. The first and last question on the
test shall be a fill-in-the-blank question with multiple answers (for example; what is a neutered
male animal in each species called?) and these two questions shall serve as the tie-breaker
questions in the event of a tie. A tie occurs when showmanship scores given to each contestant
are equivalent to any other contestants’ scores and when contestants would be required to
perform additional activities to determine a winner. In the event of a tie during the showmanship
fudged activity, the contestant (tied for first place)} with the most correct answers on the test is
the winner of the contest. In the event that the contestants that are tied have an equal amount of
correct answers on the test then the contestant with the most number of correct answers on
question number 30 on the test will be the winner of the contest, If the contestants (tied for first
place) answered the same amount of questions correctly on question number 30, then the
contestant with the most correct answers on question number one (1) shall be named the overall

winner.
