In order for a Horse and Pony member to be
eligible to show in the Boone County Versatility Sweepstakes, he/she must place in the top 30% of two (2) performance
classes in the Horse and Pony show at the County Fair.

Qualifying classes would not include showmanship, driving, costume, or the championship classes. Points will be
awarded to the rider, however, the horse to be shown in the Versatility Sweepstakes class must have met the qualifica-
tions in at least one (1) qualifying class. Exhibitors who qualify for the Versatility Sweepstakes class must compete in at
least one (1) Western performance class, at least one (1) English performance class, and at least one (1) Gaming class
during the County Fair. Adisqualification (DQ) in any qualifying class does not count as participation in that class. Tie
breakers for the Versatility Sweepstakes class are (1) Most blue ribbons. (2) Most red ribbons. (3) Placed in most
classes. (4) Tie-breaker class. (The tie-breaker class is randomly drawn by the Versatility Judge prior to the beginning of
the Versatility Sweepstakes class.)
