In the course of their perilous journey, Huck and 
Jim meet adventure, danger, and a cast of characters who are sometimes menacing and 
often hilarious.  

Book discussion is scheduled for Monday, April 11 at 1:30 pm, and the group will meet 
in the Young Adult Reading Room.  Discussions usually last approximately one hour, 
and light refreshments are provided.  Those who have not finished the book are wel-
come to join and participate in discussion.

An Evening with Mark Twain. . . 100 Years Later 
Mark your calendars for Wednesday, April 27 at 6:30, when Thorntown Public Library 
will host a visit with Mark Twain!  This 90-minute program features performer Dave 
Ehlert, who was “drafted” into the role of Mark Twain in 2004.  Immersing himself in 
everything Twain, he performed six programs a week in Branson, MO, later taking his 
show on the road to theatres and libraries in 30 states. 

Ehlert’s program tells Mark Twain’s life story and is built around famous quotes from 
the author himself.  The show is appropriate for teens and adults 
and places an emphasis on the importance of literacy.   

Anyone wishing to brush up on Mark Twain’s life may check out 
one of several works written about the author.  The library owns 
several biographies, including Mark Twain: A Life, The Autobiog-
raphy of Mark Twain, and Mr. Clemens and Mark Twain: A Biog-
raphy.  All of these books can be found at 920 TWA.
